London Link Group annual report for 2017

London Link Group had both the biggest and smallest single events in our history in 2017. The
Brighton residential proving very popular whilst the Winterval and the Finchley events less so.
Getting dates in the diary early and the timing for other things going on in young people’s lives
continues to prove a difficult balancing act.

We have been able to welcome a number of new appointments to the committee from area meetings
this year, in some cases giving us reps from AMs which haven’t been represented for quite a
number of years. We rely on these reps to help promote London Link Group in their areas.

In October following an enquiry from a parent we decided to update our young people boundaries
document — a document which sets out our expectations of the young people. After a good amount
of preparation and discernment we agreed on changes. We hope this clarify and makes our
boundaries transgender inclusive. Having these discussions helped us make sure that we are better
prepared for including transgender people in our community. More about this can be read in minute
17/20 with the additional notes.

We have been enrolled in the new BYM DBS checking system and are now able to process our
DBS certificates ourselves rather than relying on other Meetings.
